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The events surrounding “Arab Spring” awakened Western countries to the plight of disenfranchised 
populations in the Arab Region and Northern Africa. Large groups of disaffected people coalesced their 
anger to overthrow long-standing governments. These groups leveraged the information environment to 
communicate on a world stage while garnering support within their home nation, across their region, 
and from the entire world. This same information environment is available to other groups to advance 
their goals and objectives.

This conference will explore how individuals and groups use the information environment to advance 
extremism within nation states.
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
