· Language and Cultural Activities:

· Describe and recognize Dari alphabet and letter pronunciation.

· Use and understand vocabulary effective for rapport building conversation and negotiations (interjections, words of understanding/agreement)

· Understand and effectively use basic manners and customs to include body language, seating, meeting flows, standard interaction patterns, formal/informal power relationships, etc.  

· Understand and be able to influence senior leader counterpart interaction to include likely challenges during discussions, negotiations, and conflict mediation within the Afghan social context.

· Review effective use of an interpreter at senior levels.
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
