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M3-120 Introduction to Maritime Security 

M3-120 Introduction to Maritime Security is the first of the four courses which are part of the International Maritime Security Certificate Program that the NATO School and Naval Postgraduate School, the US Partnership Education and Training Center (USPTC) will start in 2013.

The course will address the international agreements and different strategic documents concerning Maritime Security; the threats to and vulnerabilities of maritime networks; measures necessary to mitigate those threats including maritime domain awareness, organizational and platform resources, and a legal domain to prosecute those threats; introduction to various maritime risk assessment models; and maritime security planning.

Course Format

· This class is a mixed lecture-seminar format including interaction on the course website, video and student presentations. Participants will draw upon real-world cases to examine and challenge currently held beliefs about the global maritime commons and evaluate current security paradigms.
· The course will require an estimated three hours of active participation with an additional three to six hours of reading and other work outside of class per scheduled module seminar, totaling 75 hours (25 hours in class and 50 hours of outside preparation).
