Course Objectives:

(1)  Determining movement aspects within the operational planning                      process
(2) Exploiting external organizations within the movement community 
(3) Planning movement aspects of strategic deployment and RSOM
(4) Planning “movement control”
(5) Building a movement organization to suit the mission
(6) Explaining  the operational planning process
(7) Reproducing of M&T planning tools (visibility)
(8) Determining movement network (LOC’s)
b. Possess a basic understanding of:
(1)  Identifying movement assets and their characteristics
(2) The responsibilities of every Logistic Movement Team key member.
(3)  The required essential documents for Movement planning.
(4)  Clarifying movement planning process 
(5) Producing the products required for movement planning
(6) The content and format of a typical Movement scenario.
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
