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M4-92 Movement and logistics Operational Planning Course (MLOPC)
The aim of this course is to make Logistic and Movement Staff Officers thoroughly understand the logistics planning at the operational level, as a sub-set of the OPP.  The course fully integrates movement and logistic to generate an overall understanding of all logistical planning aspects and to ensure interaction between Logistics and Movement & Transportation (movement) specialists.  Students will receive familiarization lectures on current logistic doctrines, policies and concepts to support this integrated approach.
