At course completion, the student should be able to:

· Discuss in general terms the following Arms Control (AC) Agreements:
· Conventional Forces Europe (CFE) Treaty and the Adapted CFE Treaty;

· Small Arms and Light Weapons initiative (SALW);

· Conventional Weapons Convention;

· Ottawa Convention on Anti personnel Mines.

· Discuss in general terms WMD related treaties such as:
· Non Proliferation Treaty (NPT);
· Biological Weapons Convention (BWC);
· Chemical Weapons Convention (CWC).
· Explain existing policies such as:

· NATO policy, initiatives and programs in countering proliferation;

· OSCE policy and efforts regarding countering proliferation;

· NATO policy on WMD non-proliferation.

· Explain the way counter-proliferation issues are handled during ongoing missions where NATO and/ or OSCE countries are involved.

· Describe the implementation process for the different agreements.

· Describe the linkage of non-proliferation to terrorism.

· Describe the possible consequence management of the presented non-proliferation issues.

· Recognize the integration of the Arms Control Treaties and Agreements into the overall NATO and OCSE security policy. 
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
