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N2-00 ISAF COUNTERINSURGENCY Intelligence Course
The aim of this course is to familiarize NATO and ISAF contributing nations with the ISAF COIN strategy, tactical intelligence in COIN (from Patrol to RC level), intelligence organization, synchronizations, coordination, dissemination, operations, architecture, requirements, procedures, tactical ISR process, intelligence support to tactical targeting, intelligence in district stability and all aspects of cultural to intelligence personnel in tactical units (from Company to Regional Command level).

b) Computer skills: Student must be familiar with MS Word and Power Point.
Course Objectives:
At the completion of the course the student should:
· Have enhanced his/her job-specific skills sets with a focus at the tactical, grass roots level as it relates to Intel and COIN nesting up to the operational level.
· Improved upon his/her interoperability and understanding of irregular problem sets. Understanding of “a way” to conduct tactical level intelligence from the Patrol level to the RC level.
· Have a firm understanding of “white” and “green” Intel and what it means to support the commanders to separate the population from the insurgency.
· Know the various levels of Afghan tribal and federal government and their complex interconnections and dynamics as it relates to the tactical level/
· Be aware of the systems and tools he/she will have available to them in the Afghan theater to include CIDNE, BICES, Analyst Notebook, Intel Tool Box and multiple tools via the Afghan Mission Network. 

· Know COIN Intelligence Tradecraft to include link & social analysis, COIN IPB, and applying PMESSI-ASCOPE, CARVER, & non kinetic models for analyzing tribes, ethnic groups, areas, human terrain, and surrounding levels of governance.
· Have enhanced knowledge of how to process, request, and use the Afghan Mission Network as a force multiplier in ISAF

· Have detailed enhanced knowledge of ground targeting process and the different methodologies used in ISAF.
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
