c) This training is applicable to NATO members countries personnel only assigned to NATO CJ2X positions or to a ministry of defense or subordinate national military headquarters, unit or agency of any NATO country, which fulfils CJ2X responsibilities in support of ACO assigned or earmarked forces, who are slated to be employed in a NATO element with priority to those deployed in an Operational Theatre. 

d) NATO member countries personnel who support Military Intelligence HUMINT, Counter Intelligence, or Security missions with prior specific national training or qualification in one of those areas.

· Describe the functions of CJ2X in NATO.
· Describe NATO’s Intelligence CJ2X procedures.

· Explain Intelligence CJ2X support to NATO operations.

· Describe NATO’s Human Intelligence architecture and understand the NATO HUMINT activities in a multinational environment.
· Describe NATO’s Counter Intelligence architecture and understand the NATO Counter Intelligence activities in a multinational environment.
· Describe NATO’s Theatre Security architecture and understand the role of Security within NATO CJ2X activities in a multinational environment.    
· Understand the role of legal, political and cultural aspects within NATO CJ2X activities in a multinational environment.
· Operate the systems and software tools currently used in the NATO CJ2X organizations.

· Understand the how to adapt the NATO CJ2X activities into a COIN operational environment.
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
