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N2-112 ISAF COUNTER INTELLIGENCE INSIDER THREAT COURSE (ICITC)

The aim of this course is to discuss and instruct in ISAF lessons learned and TTP’s regarding the conduct of NATO Counter Intelligence operations.  The course is particularly focused on the insider threat, and force protection inside ISAF’s bases.  There are numerous local nationals with base access who have intent to commit direct attacks and / or gather intelligence against Allied persons / missions / equipment deployed to ISAF.  Key leaders deployed to ISAF require preparation to manage / direct intelligence operations against these threats.  The ICITC fosters interactive discussions and classes on key lessons learned with respect to NATO Counter Intelligence and geared towards supporting the force, and protecting inside base compounds.  The modules of the ICITC focuses on recent methods for Counter Intelligence missions and operations; understanding challenges regarding Afghan culture / power structures, insurgency and COIN; Counter Intelligence National Caveats; Counter Intelligence tools and resources; overview of ISAF Counter Intelligence / CJ2X structures / organizations, missions, and AOR’s; Counter Intelligence  - Threat / Analysis / Collections / Investigations / Mission Management / Screening / Tools & Resources / Technology / Lessons Learned / Vignettes; Rule of Law, and a Counter Intelligence Situational Exercise.  

Course Length: 

5 Days
Offerings per year: 
2 (1 x NATO Secret ONLY; 1 x NATO/ISAF Secret)

· Gain an offensive mindset in relation to Counter Intelligence Force Protection 

· Understand that conducting Counter Intelligence operations will reduce risk

· Become familiar with NATO partners’ strengths, limitations, and capabilities

· Be more confident and capable to protect the forces in ISAF
· Be able to execute your mission
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
