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N2-119 COIN INTELLIGENCE PREPARATION OF THE OPERATING ENVIRONMENT (IPOE) COURSE
The ISAF Intelligence Preparation of the Operating Environment (IPOE) course focuses on the fundamentals of the intelligence cycle and intelligence considerations during the analyst’s preparation of the operating environment. This course is designed for intelligence professionals from the tactical to operational levels who are preparing to deploy to OEF. The IPOE course will include in-depth material on situational awareness with a COIN and stability operational focus. The IPOE course will encompass group discussions along with case studies that will promote the development of a common operating picture that is integrated through all levels. The IPOE course will cover defining the battlefield, attacking enemy networks, Center Of Gravity (COG) analysis, Intelligence, Surveillance, and Reconnaissance (ISR) synchronization, effects based targeting and monitoring & evaluating effects of kinetic and non-kinetic operations. The IPOE class will draw upon the experience of subject matter experts and intelligence professionals to explain the development of courses of action based off the military decision making process. Practical exercises will facilitate the expansion of knowledge of the intelligence cycle and how to apply intelligence to drive operations with the goal of stabilizing the area of operations.
