Prerequisites:

b) Understanding of, or joint level planning experience with ACO COPD, in particular chapters 1, 3 or 4, and 5
Course Objectives:
At the completion of the course the student should:
· have got a better understanding of NATO policy and concepts regarding consistent communications in general, and Strategic Communications and Military Information Operations (INFO OPS) in particular.

· have discussed basic psychology and sociology to be able to adopt this knowledge in operations planning aimed at changing the behavior of approved audiences within a comprehensive approach to multinational crisis management and resolution.

· have discussed the relationship that Military Info Ops has with major communication functions and capabilities like StratCom, Public Affairs, Media Ops, PSYOPS and with other related functions, activities and capabilities, for example Key Leader Engagement, the use of Social Media, CIMIC, OPSEC, EW, or CNO.

· have understood how the coordination of military information activities and the synchronization of effects are organized within NATO and integrated in operational level planning according to ACO COPD.

· have discussed the criteria for, and measurement and assessment of progress and success (MOP, MOE, MOEff, impact indicators, threshold) of military activities aimed at influencing the behavior of approved audiences.

· have discussed Info Ops related deficiencies, opportunities and requirements from selected real world operations.
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
