Completion of this course enhances the qualification of the evaluator and reduces the number of required evaluations Under Training (UT) prior to becoming a fully qualified evaluator and helps to ensure the standardized application of evaluation, grading procedures and guidelines throughout ACO.

Course Objectives: 

At course completion, the student should be able to:

· Explain the ACO TACEVAL programme, the ACO TACEVAL organization and the conduct of TACEVALs. 
· Contribute as a TACEVAL evaluator through observation, note taking and group report writing utilizing ACO STEM amplifying notes and grading criteria.

· Draft written comments including grading proposals for the TACEVAL Field Report as directed by the Area Chief. 

· Explain and apply TACEVAL procedures and guidelines for all elements of TACEVAL: Force Evaluation (FORCEVAL), Readiness Verification (RV), Entry Level Assessment (STARTASSESS), AIR C2 HQ Verification and Preparation for Deployment Evaluation or Assessment (PfD).

· Describe the ACO TACEVAL Policy.
· Describe the integration of scenario injects from Operations and Logistics areas and the coordination required by evaluators. 

· Distinguish between the essential documents relevant for TACEVAL. (MC 317/1, MC 477, Bi-SC Directives, AJP 3.14, STANAGS and AFS Vol. I, III and VI).

· Explain the requirements for the evaluation of unit’s operational resources and performance as an evaluator during a TACEVAL.
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
