a) Language proficiency: English IAW STANAG 6001 3333
b) Students must have attended the N3-71 course or a national NBC Warning and Reporting course. This is an important consideration that shall only be ignored in exceptional circumstances 

Course Objectives: 

At course completion, the student should be able to:

· Describe the current NATO CBRN risk assessment in broad terms;

· Describe the NATO Doctrine for CBRN Defence as at AJP 3.8.1.

· Explain the process for planning CBRN Defence in NATO operations

· Explain the NATO standards of proficiency for CBRN Defence;

· Plan and conduct a simple CBRN Cell exercise. 

· Plan a CBRN training strategy for multi-national CJTF components

· Plan in detail MEL/MIL CBRN incidents for CJTF exercises.
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
