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N5-35 NATO CONSULTATION, COMMAND AND CONTROL (C3) COURSE

The aim of this course is to provide a foundational knowledge of NATO Consultation, Command and Control (C3). This includes awareness of NATO C3 organizations and processes, planning procedures, operational Command and Control (C2) requirements, lessons learned from NATO operations and related future aspects.

Rank Limitations: 
· A military officer who is OF-2 to OF-5 or civilian equivalent, ideally working as a member of an operational staff planning for the provision of C2 facilities whether in a particular HQ or more generally in an assignment related to C2. 

· Senior Non-Commissioned Officer OR-7 to OR-9 or civilian equivalent whose specialisation or appointment directly relates to the support of C2 functionality, equipment, procedures or training.
Prerequisites: 

a. Language proficiency: English IAW STANAG 6001 3333
b. Students should be officer/NCOs (or equivalent) assigned, or selected for assignment, to a NATO Headquarters or Agency; Forces assigned to, or earmarked for assignment, to NATO; or a Ministry of Defence, Foreign Affairs Department or subordinate military headquarters, unit or agency of any NATO country which fulfils responsibilities in support of Bi-SC or earmarked forces.
c. Students should have attended a M5-32 or M5-33 NATO orientation course at the NSO.  This course assumes that students already possess a sound knowledge of NATO and its command structure, and therefore does not duplicate information given by the orientation courses.  

d. Students should be familiar with the particular requirements of their own appointments.  The optimum time for attendance is 6-12 months after taking up assignment, but does not preclude officers from attending earlier or later in their tour.  

Course Objectives: 

To understand:

· The Governance of NATO, the “Consultation” aspect of NATO C3. To allow students to draw comparisons with national concepts of C3.
· NATO C3 organisations, including command structures and forces.

· The NATO Defence Planning Process (NDPP) and the Operational Planning Process to fulfil C3 requirements.

· The use of C3 in NATO operations within the framework of the Comprehensive Approach.

· The basics of key NATO C2 systems and procedures that support the commander’s decision making process.

· The role of Information Management and Cyber Defence in NATO C3.
· The lessons learned processes and potential future developments related to C2.
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
