Military Officers or civilian equivalents from NATO nations or eligible partner nations who hold the rank of OF-5 to OF-2 or civilian equivalent. Preference will be given to Legal Advisors assigned or selected for assignment to a force deployed/deploying to a NATO operational mission.

Prerequisites: 
a) Language proficiency: English IAW STANAG 6001 3333
b) A basic understanding of operational law, including international humanitarian law, and completion of the NATO Legal Advisor Course (M5-34), are highly recommended.
Course Objectives: 
At course completion, the student should be able to:

· Articulate and explain the role of the LEGAD in operational planning, training the staff and command, and in execution of operations;

· Articulate and explain the Legal Basis for the different types of NATO operations;

· Identify and articulate practical aspects of providing legal support to NATO operational commands;

· Identify issues of concerning International Humanitarian Law and International Human Rights Law as encountered in recent operations;

· Understand the drafting and staffing process of operational plans;
· Identify and articulate legal aspects of logistical and financial support to NATO operations;

· Describe issues connected with the interaction with IO’s and NGO’s during operations;

· Identify and articulate current issues regarding Rules of Engagement in the context of current NATO operations; 

· Identify and articulate the legal issues encountered during NATO operations in specific areas such as Detention Operations, Combating Trafficking in Persons, Escalation of Force, Self Defense, etc.
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
