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P3-53 COMBINED JOINT OPERATIONS CENTER COURSE
The aim of this course is to educate NATO and Partner officers to function at an entry level in the Combined Joint Operations Centre (CJOC) of a NATO-led Multinational Headquarters. On-the-job training will still be required for graduates to function at an advanced level.

Characterization of Students: 

1) Military officers or civilian equivalent from NATO and Partner Nations, of the rank of OF3 to OF-5. Although OF-2 will be accepted for appropriate job positions.

2) Officers/civilians (see above) assigned to, or selected for assignment to an Operations Centre of a military organization in one of the following categories listed in order of priority:
a. A Headquarters within the NATO Military Command Structure
b. Ministry of Defense, Foreign Affairs or subordinate military HQ’s, unit or agency of any NATO or Partner Nation, that fulfils conceptual or operational responsibility in support of possible UN, NATO, EU or OSCE led operations.

c. A Headquarters of a flag-level command, earmarked for assignment to NATO.
Prerequisites: 
1) Academic pre-requisites:
a. Students should have graduated in staff training from their respective national staff colleges and they are familiar with the operational staff procedures

b. Students should be familiar with the joint planning procedures.

2)  Language proficiency: English IAW STANAG 6001 2222
3) Computer skills: Students should have basic MS Word, Power Point and Excel capabilities.

Course Objectives: 
Upon completion of the course the student should be able to:
· Explain the common missions and major functions of the CJOC within a NATO-led Multinational Headquarters.

· Explain the general differences between CJOCs, functioning at the strategic, operational and tactical level, within the whole spectrum of conflict.

· Describe and discuss the activities performed by the CJOC of a NATO-led Multinational Headquarters.
· Apply this knowledge in designing a set of Standard Operating Procedures (SOP), for a model CJOC.
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
