Rank Limitation / Characterization of Students: 
This course is applicable for personnel assigned to CBRN defense related functions in national Ministry of Defense agencies and headquarters, NATO headquarters and assigned forces, as well as for CBRN Warning and Reporting organizations on different command levels.

NATO/Partner Nation regular or reserve officer or NCO in the rank of OR-5 to OF-3, or civilian equivalent. A nominee for this course must be a CBRN trained officer or NCO whose duties require knowledge of manual NATO CBRN warning and reporting procedures
Prerequisites: 
a) Language proficiency: English IAW STANAG 6001 3223
b) Computer skills: Student must be familiar with MS Word and Power Point.
c) This course assumes that the students already possess a sound knowledge of CBRN matters. The M3-70 NATO CBRN Defense Orientation Course or a national equivalent CBRN orientation course can provide this knowledge. This is an important consideration that shall only be ignored in exceptional circumstances.

Course Objectives: 

At course completion, the student should be able to:

· Identify NATO CBRN Warning and Reporting procedures;
· Determine chemical and biological downwind hazard areas (including recalculations) and chemical substance hazard prediction; 
· Accomplish a simplified and detailed fallout and radiological hazard prediction;

· Determine dose (rates) during operations in fallout areas;

· Show practical skills of the above

· Identify main risks from toxic industrial materials (TIM);

· Be introduced to Automated Data Processing systems and software tools.
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
