At course completion, the student should be able to:

· Demonstrate familiarity with automated CBRN W&R concepts, components, capabilities, and limitations.
· Understand data input methodology.
· Be able to install the program and navigate through each of the CBRN-ANALYSIS tools and ATP-45 attack cases.
· Understand the different CBRN W&R meteorological inputs and their use.

· Understand how to communicate with other CBRN-ANALYSIS users for fastest possible transmission of CBRN data.
· Import and manage user-defined reference documents, electronic mapping and information databases.

· Input basic parameters and produce outputs for consequence assessment purposes.
· Produce PowerPoint CBRN situation briefings.

· Perform dose and dose rate calculations, and use them for route planning and monitoring radiation exposure of units and personnel.

· Understand the capability to import HPAC templates into the CBRN-ANALYSIS program.
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
