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P5-40 NATO Force Protection course

The aim of the course is to introduce NATO, Partner Nation, and national staffs to NATO Force Protection (FP) concepts and requirements.

Rank Limitation / Characterization of Students: 
(1) Military officers or civilian equivalents from OF-1 to OF-5 level in NATO, PfP or national appointments.

(2) Senior Non-Commissioned Officers or civilian equivalents from OR-6 to OR-9 level in NATO, PfP or national appointments.

(3) Suitable for FP specialists of all ranks and experience coming from a national FP background and wanting to gain an overview of NATO FP. 
Note:  This course is meant as an ‘introduction’ only to the subject of FP in the NATO environment. It is not designed to produce FP specialists and should not be used as a pre-deployment course for non-specialists who are being expected to deploy into FP or FP related posts in operational theatres.

Prerequisites:
a) Language proficiency: English IAW STANAG 6001 3232
b) Assumed to posses little or no NATO FP knowledge.

c) Some awareness of NATO terminology and basic understanding of the NATO Command Structure. 

Course Objectives: 

At course completion, the student should be able to:

· Explain the development of NATO FP concepts, understand the Course Aim, appreciate the significant scope of FP and stimulate the desire to learn more about the subject.

· Explain/define FP in a NATO context, identify what FP seeks to achieve and how it is implemented.
· Outline the threats and risks to NATO/Coalition forces and the Threat Assessment process.
· Understand the principles, elements and components of the 6 (six), current FP Capability Areas (Security, Military Engineering Support to FP, Air Defence, Force Health Protection, Consequence Management and Chemical, Biological, Radiological and Nuclear (CBRN) Defence).
· Explain the legal implications associated with the application of FP measures and in particular the issues surrounding Rules of Engagement (ROE) in the NATO context.
· Understand the importance of effective Joint Combined Counter Improvised Explosive Device (C-IED) activity in contemporary operations.
· Understand how the principles of FP as described within the course are applied in the NATO Maritime, Land, and Air environments.

· Provide an overview of how FP is undertaken with within an Operational Level Headquarters.
· Understand why and how NATO carries out FP Vulnerability Assessments and how the process aids the delivery of effective FP.
· Be aware of the need to understand the Culture(s) of the population amongst which the NATO Force is operating in order to best deliver effective, resource efficient and sustainable FP.
· Provide an introduction to Less-Lethal Weapons that can be used for FP purposes.
· Be aware of the need for FP Plans and understand how FP fits into the Operational Planning Process (OPP).
· Have an appreciation of the Risk Management process and an insight into the concepts of avoidance, transference, mitigation and acceptance.
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
