· Apply a working knowledge of the OS Treaty Inspection Protocol with emphasis on the duties of an inspector or escort during:

· The pre-deployment phase;

· The deployment phase;

· The conduct of the observation flight or escort operation;

· Post observation flight operations.
· Plan, co-ordinate, and operate as a member of a national or a multinational team for an OS observation flight/ escort mission.
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
