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S1-84 COMMAND SENIOR ENLISTED LEADER COURSE

The aim of the course is to prepare NCOs designated by their nation to serve in their national, or NATO structures in a position of NCO next to the commander, by updating them on the current status of operations, NATO structure, procedures, the NATO NCO, tools and networks available to use, while assuming the responsibilities as a Command Senior Enlisted Leader (CSEL) in an international setting.
Note: This course requires approval by the OPR and Course Director for entry. Please submit a Joining Report if interested, and you will be contacted as to the status of your approval.

Course Objectives:

At course completion, the student should be able to:

· Effectively function as a Command Senior Enlisted Leader in the international environment on all levels.

NOTE: NCOs can register by sending a joining report via their Point of Contact (POC) to NATO School (see NATO School Website) including a statement indicating which CSEL position the member is designated for.  About eight weeks before the iteration starts all applications will be prioritized and the top 15 will be allocated a seat.  Ultimately 6 weeks before the course starts, POCs of the applicants will receive information on seat confirmation.
The course mission is to produce a professional, competent

and effective multi-national Command Senior Enlisted Leader, fully committed to excel in support of their commanders and the fulfillment of all missions.

The course will familiarize CSEL candidates with the required knowledge to function at the higher CSEL level.  It will include a variety of current topics and issues facing the alliance today, which will be discussed through lecture and syndicate formats.  This will allow the candidates to be better prepared for their role as advisors, etc, to their commanders and subordinates in the international setting.

The second week of the course will mirror the Senior Officer Policy Course, so that candidates get comfortable working with senior officers while getting the benefit of current affairs briefing affecting the alliance.
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
